Line 1:    Assign the Primary Number of the phone.  
Multiple calls can be handled on one line button.

Lines 2 – 6:  

Assign one of the following to each button.    
· Shared Lines:  A line number that is assigned on multiple phones is a shared line.
· BLF SD Button:  Busy Lamp Field (BLF) Speed Dial Buttons light to indicate when the assigned number is in use.  BLF SD’s are also for one-touch dialing when calling, transferring or conferencing assigned number. Use with Cisco System numbers for BLF SD Buttons.
· SD (Speed Dial) Button:  Speed Dial buttons are for one-touch dialing, transferring or conferencing assigned number.
